(New York, NY) March 29, 2006 — For its third Sitelines series, Lower Manhattan 

Cultural Council presents nine unique companies resulting in 64 shows.  New this year, 

Sitelines commissions pairings of experienced choreographers with fierce, emerging 

young choreographers.  The pairs will either present co-created work or, intersecting 

individual pieces. The three pairs include Judson veteran Douglas Dunn with Elke 

Rindfleisch at the Elevated Acre at 55 Water Street; Chinatown’s foremost modern 

dance choreographer, H.T.Chen with Sharon Estacio at the newly renovated Pavilion 

in Columbus Park; and the bitingly humorous Keely Garfield with Zach Morris on the 

cobblestones at South Street Seaport.   

 

In addition to the three choreographer pairs, LMCC presents three out-of-town site-

specific companies in their first New York performances.  LA’s foremost site-specific 

dance company, Heidi Duckler’s Collage Dance Theatre; Berlin’s sound/movement 

company, Die Audio Gruppe under Benoit Maubrey; and Toronto’s interdisciplinary 

performance group, bluemouth inc.  In a classic Sitelines production, Ellis Wood 

Dance places 20 dancers on the balconies of historic 55 Wall Street.  Finally, LMCC co-

presents theatre companies, New York Classical Theatre in an landmarked Greco-

Roman lobby on 195 Broadway, and Aaron Rosenblum’s company in a raw space in 

another historic building on 32 Avenue of the Americas.  Sitelines is curated by Nolini 

Barretto, the series founder and producer.

This Berlin-based art group performs with electro-acoustic tutus equipped with amplifiers and 
loudspeakers that respond to their environment. The  Audio Ballerinas use a variety of other 
electronic instruments (mini-computers, samplers, contact microphones, cassette and CD 
players, and radio receivers) that  allow them to work with the sounds, surfaces and topographies

Various places at the South Street Seaport – culminating at the cobblestone street at Front 
and Fulton Streets

Set against the nautical South Street Seaport - at once a reminder of New York's maritime past 
and its mercantile present – Hope & Anchor dredges up ghosts and modern-day denizens and 
sends them crashing together in a gruff display of bad temper, dashed hopes and delayed 
deliverance.  Fleeting images and tarnished sea shanties conjure semblances of sailors, sirens 
and impending storms.  Garfield and Morris remind us of our potent connection to the sea, and

Rindfleisch and her dancers use her somewhat disjointed movement style of twists, torques, and 
overextended limbs to create an amplified experience of these slightly dizzying and disorienting 
effects. Dunn’s work answers the questions: “If dancing is a tying together of moves, what is it to 
undo them? If dancing is a merging of body & space, can we disconnect them? If dancing is

Theatre uses Fredrich Schiller’s play, Mary Stuart, to help us imagine a possible personal 
confrontation between them. The play roams throughout the building’s vastness, taking the 
audience from scene to scene.

Dancers spin in dryers, 
climb in and out of washing machines and hang from clothes baskets, gradually removing three
